The Quran 


God has given man a special combination of qualities that He has not given to any other animal creation. Those are, (1) ability to think, (2) ability to judge, and (3) freedom of choice, and (4) sense of shame. Our ability to choose depends on our ability to reason and judge, judge between right and wrong, good and bad, and between holy and evil. Our ability to judge, again, depends on our knowledge, and our knowledge is very limited.


We also have acquired some undesirable qualities. We like worldly goods and pleasures, and opt for quick physical and mental gratification. We easily get deviated from the right path, and therefore need guidance. Perfect guidance can only come from God who has perfect knowledge and He has provided us with that guidance through His Prophets.


Prophets were special people among men, chosen by God. Their hearts and souls were in tune with God and they were the only ones who knew what messages they had received from God. For us to know those messages, the Prophets needed to get them recorded personally at the time of revelation and then transmitted to us unaltered. 


There is no authentic recording by earlier Prophets. They were often transmitted by word of mouth sometimes for hundreds of years. In later years, they were repeatedly altered by those seeking privilege for political, social, economic and personal reasons (Ref. 5-p4). Consequently, today many scriptures have monumental errors. 


The Quran: However, there is one that is an exception, the Quran. Quran is the collection of all messages revealed by God to Mohammad (P*). He was unlettered but he dictated all the messages he received to the scribes. Thousands of people also memorized the entire Quran during the life of the Prophet. Quran is the only scripture that is memorized by millions of people (called Hafez) even today. Within two years of Prophet's death, under order of Caliph Abu Bakr, Zaid bin Thabit, Prophet's principal scribe, meticulously collected all the manuscripts. He verified them, collaborated them with the Hafez, and then wrote them down in book form (called Mashaf). Othman, the third Caliph, made many copies from the original, denoting correct recitation, and then sent them to the different regions of the empire (Al Bukhari, V 6 - p477 - 479). Some of those original copies still exist today. One in Tashkent, Uzbekistan, and one in Topkapi, Istanbul, Turkey (Islam, Ghulam Sarwar-p35). Today's Quran, word for word, is exact copy of the original (Ref. 5-p130-131).

The following verses will testify to the divinity of Quranic revelations. 

(1). "Say, If the whole of mankind ... were to get together to produce the like of this Quran, they could not produce the like there of" (Q -17:88). 


No Scripture like the Quran has ever been produced. 

(2). "And if you are in doubt ... then produce a "sura" (chapter) like there unto; ... But if you cannot - and of a surety you cannot - then fear the fire ... which is prepared for those who reject Faith" (Q 2:23-24). 

No "sura" has ever been matched. 

(3). "Do they not consider the Quran (with care)? Had it been from other than God, they would surely have found therein much discrepancy..." (Q -4:82). 


There is no error or discrepancy in the Quran (Ref. 5-p120).

(4). "We have, without doubt, sent down the Message; and we will assuredly guard it (from corruption)" (Q -15:9). 

God surely has guarded the Quran. No one has altered it. 


(5). Many scientific facts, unknown to man in those days, were revealed in the Quran. Each of them is proved to be correct: "Do not the unbelievers see that the heavens and the earth were joined together (as one unit of creation), before we clove them asunder?" (Q -21: 30).


This is the accepted 'Big Bang' theory of Creation of Universe.

(6). "Then He (God) turned to the heavens when it was smoke" (Q -41:11).

Dr. Maurice Bucaille, a Christian critic of Scriptures, writes: "Modern science has every reason to maintain that the universe was formed of a gaseous mass principally composed of hydrogen and certain amount of helium that was slowly rotating" (Ref. 5 - p143).


(7). In ancient times we believed that earth was the center of the universe and it was flat. In the 16th century Copernicus found out that the earth was neither flat nor was it the center of the universe, rather it was round and moved in an orbit. One thousand years earlier, God revealed in the Quran: 

"(God is) the One who created the night, the day, the sun, and the moon. Each one is traveling in an orbit with its motion" (Q -21:33). 


(8). Professor Frank Press, scientific adviser to president Carter, writes in his book ‘The Earth’, that every mountain has a root, X2 to X4 deeper than its height. Modern theory of Plate Tectonics holds that mountains work as stabilizers of the earth. The Quran says: “Have We not made the earth as wide expanse, and the mountains as pegs?” (Q* 78:6-7). “And He has set up on the earth mountains standing firm, lest it should shake with you” (Q* 16:15).


Modern science has discovered that when the Mediterranean Sea water (warmer and more saline) enters into Atlantic sea over the Gibraltar sill, it remains separate from the colder and less saline Atlantic Sea water for a long distance. God says in the Quran:


 “He has set free the two seas (bodies of flowing water), meeting together: between them is a barrier which they do not transgress” (Q* 55:19-20).

The same thing occurs when the sweet water of the river enters into the salt water of the sea. God says in the Quran:


 “It is He Who has let free the two bodies of flowing water: ones palatable and sweet, and the other salt and bitter; yet has He made a barrier between them, a partition that is forbidden to be passed” (Q* 25:53).


There are many more scientific verses in the Quran. Each one of them is correct. Dr. Maurice Bucaille writes: "Whereas monumental errors are to be found in the Bible, I could not find a single error in the Quran" (Ref. 5 - P120).


How was it possible for an unlettered person to reveal the scientific mysteries thousand years ahead when no man on earth had any knowledge of them unless God revealed them to him? 

When all the verses mentioned above are taken together, there can be no doubt in a rational mind about the authenticity and divinity of the Quranic revelations. A few verses from the Quran are given below.


"Let there be no compulsion in religion: Truth stands out clear from Error" (Q* 2:256).


“O ye who believe! Stand out firmly for justice, as witnesses to God, even as against yourselves, or your parents, or your kin, and whether it be (against) rich or poor” (Q* 4:135).


“Verily the most honored of you in the sight of God is (he who is) the most righteous of you” (Q* 49:13). 


“O ye who believe! The law of equality is prescribed to you...” (Q* 2:178). 


"You are forbidden to inherit women against their will" (Q* 4:19). 


"And cover not truth with falsehood, nor conceal the truth when you know (what it is)" (Q* 2:42).

Alleged copying from the Bible: 


There are thousands of mistakes, and many stories of incest and adultery in the Bible. Why did not Mohammad (P*) copy any of them?


In the Quran, the highest honour of women is given to Mary (Q -3:42). If Mohammad (P*) would be the author, he would have given this honour to his mother.


Quran was recorded in the language of the Prophet. It has no versions or editions, only translations.
