Selected verses

From Quran


The Quran was revealed by God to Mohammad (P*). It has 6,236 verses. We have selected a few verses, which will help you understand why hundreds of thousands of people are embracing Islam freely every year.

“(This is) the revelation of the book in which there is no doubt, - from the Lord of the world” (Q* 32:2).

“Say, God is witness between me and you; this Quran hath been revealed to me by inspiration, that I may warn you and all whom it reaches” (Q* 6:19).

 “We have, without doubt, sent down the Message; and we will assuredly guard it (from corruption)” (Q* 15: 9). 

“Had We sent down this Quran on a mountain, verily, thou woudst have seen it humble itself and cleave asunder for fear of God” (Q* 59:21). 

"Do they not consider the Quran (with care)? Had it been from other than God, they would surely have found therein much discrepancy" (Q* 4: 82). 

"And if you are in doubt as to what We revealed from time to time to our servant, then produce a "sura" (chapter) like there unto; ... But if ye cannot and of a surety ye cannot then fear the fire whose fuel is Men and Stones which is prepared for those who reject Faith" (Q*. 2:23 - 24). 

"Do not the unbelievers see that the heavens and the earth were joined together (as one unit of creation), before we clove them asunder?" (Q* 21: 30). 

 “Praise be to God, who hath sent to His servant the Book, and hath allowed therein no crookedness” (Q* 18:1).

“Say ye: ‘we believe in God, and the revelation given to us, and to Abraham, Ishmael, Isaac, Jacob, and the tribes, and that given to Moses and Jesus, and given to (all) Prophets from their Lord, we make no difference between one and another of them and we bow to Allah (in Islam). (Q* 2:136).

“O mankind! We created you from a single (pair) of a male and a female and made you into nations and tribes that ye may know each other (not that ye may despise each other). Verily the most honored of you in the sight of God is (he who is) the most righteous of you.” (Q* 49:13).

"Recite what is sent of the Book by inspiration to thee, and establish regular prayer: for prayer restrains from shameful and unjust deeds; and remembrance of God is the greatest (thing in life) without doubt. And God knows the (deeds) that ye do." (29:45) 

“Establish regular prayer, enjoin what is just, and forbid what is wrong” (Q* 31:17).
“God is never unjust in the least degree” (Q* 4:40).


“And when you judge between man and man, that you judge with justice.” (Q* 4:58).


“O you who believe! Stand out firmly for God, as witness to fair dealing, and let not the hatred of others to you make you swerve to wrong and depart from justice. Be just: that is next to piety.” (Q* 5:9).

 “O ye who believe! Stand out firmly for justice, as witnesses to God, even as against yourselves, or your parents, or your kin, and whether it be (against) rich or poor” (Q* 4:135).

“Obey God, obey the Apostle, and those charged with authority among you” (Q* 4:59).

"And cover not truth with falsehood, nor conceal the truth when you know (what it is)" (Q* 2:42).

"Let there be no compulsion in religion: Truth stands out clear from Error" (Q* 2:256).

"You are forbidden to inherit women against their will" (Q* 4:19).

 “O ye who believe! The law of equality is prescribed to you” (Q* 2:178). 

“The recompense for an injury is an injury equal thereto (in degree): but if a person forgives and makes reconciliation his reward is due from God: for (God) loveth not those who do wrong.” (Q* 42:40).


“… Whosoever killeth a human being for other than manslaughter or corruption in the earth, it shall be as if he had killed all mankind, and whoso saveth the life of one, it shall be as if he had saved the life of all mankind.” (Q* 5:32). 

"Do ye enjoin right conduct on the people, and forget (to practice it) yourselves, and yet ye study the Scripture? Will ye not understand?" (Q* 2:44).

Satan will say: “I had no authority over you except to call you, but ye listened to me, then reproach not me, but reproach your own souls” (Q* 15:22).

"Thy Lord hath decreed that ye worship none but Him and that ye be kind to parents.  Whether one or both of them attain old age in thy life say not to them a word of contempt nor repel them but address them in terms of honor. And out of kindness lower to them the wing of humility and say: "My Lord! bestow on them Thy Mercy even as they cherished me in childhood." (Q* 17:23-24).

“When a (courteous) greeting is offered you, meet it with a greeting still more courteous, or (at least) of equal courtesy” (Q* 4:86).

“Say to the unbelievers, if (now) they desist (from unbelief), their past would be forgiven them” (Q*. 8:38).

 “Do not marry unbelieving women (idolaters) until they believe; a slave woman who believes is better than an unbelieving woman even though she allure you.  Nor marry (your girls) to unbelievers until they believe: a man slave who believes is better than unbeliever even though he allure you.” (2:221) 

“Why turn they not to God, and seek His forgiveness? For God is Oft forgiving, and Most Merciful.” (H.Q. 5:77) 

“Verily, if any of you did evil in ignorance, and thereafter repented, and amended (his conduct), lo! He is Oft forgiving and Most Merciful.” (Q* 6:54).

“Despair not of the Mercy of God: for God forgives all sins: for He is Oft-forgiving and Most Merciful. Turn ye to your Lord (in repentance) and bow to His (will), before the penalty comes on you: after that ye shall not be helped” (Q* 39:53-54). 

“No bearer of burdens can bear the burden of another” (Q* 6:164).

“Then woe to those who write the Book with their own hands, and then say: "This is from God," to traffic with it for a miserable price! Woe to them for what their hands do write, and for the gain they make thereby.” (Q*. 2:79). 

“They do blaspheme who say ’God is Christ, the son of Mary.’ But said Christ ‘O Children of Israel! Worship God, my Lord and your Lord.’” (Q* 5:75)

"It is not befitting to (the majesty of God that He should beget a son. Glory be to Him! When He determines a matter, He only says to it, 'Be', and it is" (Q* 19:35) 

“If anyone disputes in this matter with thee, now after (full) knowledge hath come to thee, say: "Come! let us gather together, our sons and your sons, our women and your women, ourselves and yourselves: then let us earnestly pray, and invoke the curse of God on those who lie!" (Q* 3: 61).
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
