Selected Verses

From The Bible


The Bible is one of the great scriptures on the earth. It contains the messages from many great Prophets of the past. It also contains words of God and those of the writers. Some of the verses from the Bible are given below:

God said: "I am the first, and I am the last; and besides me there is no God" (Isaiah 44:6 ). “I am God, and there is none like me” (Isaiah 46:9). "I am the Lord; and besides me there is no savior" (Isaiah 43:11, Hosea 13:4). 

“God is not man, that he should lie, or a son of man, that he should repent.” (Numbers 23:19). 

“You shall not make for yourself a graved image or any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth” (Exodus 20:4).

Jesus said: "Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord" (Mark 12:29). "Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape" (John 5:37


“No man hath seen God at any time" (John 1:18). "Whom no man hath seen, nor can see" (I Timothy 6:16). 
God said: “Every male among you shall be circumcised. ... So shall my covenant be in your flesh an everlasting covenant" (Genesis 17: 10, 13). “And at the end of eight days, when he was circumcised, he was called Jesus” (Luke 2:21).


Isaiah said: "For there shall no more come into you the uncircumcised and the unclean" (Isaiah 52:1). 


"Behold, I Paul say unto you, that if ye be circumcised, Christ shall profit you nothing.” (Galatians 5:2-3) 


God said: "And the swine … is unclean to you. Of their flesh you shall not eat, and their carcass you shall not touch, they are unclean to you." [Leviticus 11:7-8] 

Paul said: “Eat whatever is sold in the meat market without raising any question on the ground of conscience” (1 Corinthians 10:25). 

God said: "The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son; the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him" (Ezekiel 18:20).

"...and every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour" (I Corinthians 3:8). 


"The Lord said: Because they have forsaken me ... and have burned incense in it unto other gods, ... I will make them eat the flesh of their sons and the flesh of their daughters, and everyone shall eat the flesh of their neighbor" (Jeremiah 19:4,9 & Leviticus 26:29).

God said to Moses: "When the land which you are entering to take possession ... and you defeat them; then you must utterly destroy them … you shall break down their alters” (Deuteronomy 7:2, 5), … “you shall save alive nothing that breathes" (Deuteronomy 20:16). “Go through the city and smite: let not your eye spare, neither have you pity: Slay utterly old and young, both maids and little children, and women" (Ezekiel 9:5 - 6).

"Thus says the Lord, Israel (Jacob) is my first-born son" (Exodus 4:22). "for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my first-born" (Jeremiah 31:9). 

God said to David: "Thou art my son; this day have I begotten thee" (Psalms 2:7). "For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten son (Jesus)" (B* John 3:16).

"And the Lord was sorry that he made man on the earth” (Genesis 6:6-7).

"For God is not the author of confusion" (1 Corinthians 14:33)

Jesus (P) said: "I was sent only to the lost sheep of the house of Israel" (Matthew 15:24, also 10:40, John 17:3). “Go nowhere among the Gentiles, and enter no town of the Samaritans, but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel” (Matthew 10:5-6). 

“Carry no purse, no bags, no sandals; and salute no one on the road.” (Luke 10: 4)

“A prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house” (Matthew 13:57).

“He who is faithful in a very little is faithful also in much; and he who is dishonest in a very little is dishonest also in much”. (Luke 16:10)

When asked how to get eternal life Jesus said: “If you would enter life, keep the commandments.” (Matthew 19:17). He also said “Think not that I have come to abolish the law, and the prophets: I have come not to abolish them but to fulfill them.” (Matthew 5:17).

“Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you”: (Matthew 7:7)

“Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.” (Matthew 10:34) 

Jesus (P*) said: “But as for those enemies of mine, who did not want me to reign over them, bring them here and slay them before me.” (Luke 19:27)

“Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of the prophets, and garnish the sepulchers of the righteous” (Matthew 23:29).

Jesus (P*) said: “With God all things are possible” (Matthew 19:26).  "I can of mine own self do nothing" (John 5:30). 

"He (Jesus) fell on his face and prayed" (Matthew 26 39).

“And again I say unto you, it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God” (Matthew 19:24).

"Prove all things; hold fast that which is good” (1 Thessalonians 5: 21)

"He (Solomon) had seven hundred wives, princesses, and three hundred concubines. " (1 Kings 11: 3)
“If a man is righteous and does what is lawful and right- ... does not lend at interest or take any increase, withholds his hand from inequity, ... - he is righteous, he shall surely live, says the Lord God.” (Ezekiel 18:5-9)

“To a foreigner you may lend upon interest, but to your brother you shall not lend upon interest” (Deuteronomy 23:20) 

“And if your brother becomes poor, and cannot maintain himself with you, you shall maintain him; ... Take no interest form him or increase” (Leviticus 25:35) 

A sinless person is not superior to a repented sinner: Jesus said: “I tell you, there will be more joy in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons who need no repentance,” (Luke 15:7)

“Noah was a righteous man, blameless in his generation” (Genesis 6:9)

"Give strong drink unto him that is ready to perish, and wine unto those that be of heavy hearts. Let him drink, and forget his poverty, and remember his misery no more" (Proverbs 31:6-7). 

“And as they still went on, and talked, behold, a chariot of fire and horses of fire separated the two of them. And Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven.” (II Kings 2:11).

"I permit no woman to teach or to have authority over men; she is to keep silent." (1 Timothy 2:12) "The head of a woman is her husband," (1 Corinthians 11:3)


“If a woman does not cover her head, let her head be shaved” (I Corinthians 11:5-6). 

After male childbirth, women remain unclean for 40 days and after female childbirth 80 days. (Lev 12:1-5)
