GOD THE CREATOR 


	Search for the Creator of the universe is as old as the history of humanity. Man has called his Creator by different names in different times. God is one of such names. 


God is One and Only


	Every Prophet mentioned in the Torah, the Gospels, and the Quran, proclaimed unity of God. In the Old Testament God said: "I am the first, and I am the last; and besides me there is no God" (B*-Isaiah 44:6). Jesus (P*) also said "The first of all commandments is, 'Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord" (B*-Mark 12:29). The Quran says: "Say, He is God, The One and Only" (Q* 112:1) No Prophet ever proclaimed more than one God and no Prophet ever claimed to be God. There is nothing on earth in the image of God. God said, “I am God, and there is none like me” (B*-Isaiah 46:9).


God is The Creator of universe


	Both the Bible and the Quran confirm this. Creator is different from the created. Created are temporal. God is eternal. Being eternal, He cannot be caused. Nothing caused Him to come to existence and nothing outside Him causes Him to exist. Therefore, He is self-sustained. 'Ability to create' being one of the most important attribute of God, it therefore follows that if one cannot create, he cannot be God. Jesus (P*) said that he could create nothing. (B*-John 5:30). 


God is Eternal and Absolute


	Being eternal God has no beginning and no end. His attributes are also absolute and everlasting. There cannot be two Creators with absolute attributes. It also follows that anything that has a beginning or an end cannot be God. 


God begetteth not nor is He begotten


	The Quran says: "It is not befitting to (the Majesty of) God that He should beget a son. Glory be to Him. When He determines a matter, He only says to it, 'Be', and it is" (Q* 19: 35). 


	God said to David: "Thou art my son; this day have I begotten thee" (B*-Psalms 2:7). 


	"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten son" (B*-John 3: 16).





God is Most Merciful and Most Forgiving 


	Both Bible and Quran say that God is Most Merciful and Most Forgiving.


	In the Bible one gets a little confused when God says: "when the land which you are entering to take possession ... and you defeat them; then you must utterly destroy them, … you shall break down their alters” (B*-Deuteronomy 7:2, 5). 


	"You shall surely put the inhabitants of that city to the sword, destroying it utterly, all who are in it and the cattle, with the edge of the sword ... you shall save alive nothing that breaths" (B*-Deuteronomy 13:15; 20:16). 


	"And the Lord said: 'Go through the city and smite: let not your eye spare, neither have you pity: Slay utterly old and young, both maids and little children, and women" (B*-Ezekiel 9:5 - 6). 


	"The Lord said: Because they have forsaken me ... and have burned incense in it unto other gods, ... I will make them eat the flesh of their sons and the flesh of their daughters, and everyone shall eat the flesh of their neighbor" (B*-Jeremiah 19:4, 9 & Leviticus 26:29). 


	So, when God orders innocent animals, little children, women, and old people to be killed and makes parents eat the flesh of their sons and daughters, He does not appear to be a very kind, all loving and all forgiving God, and that "God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son" (B*-John 3:16) to redeem the sins of the world. 


God is Invisible


	The Bible says: "No man hath seen God at any time" (B*-John 1:18). "Whom no man hath seen, nor can see" (B*-I Timothy 6:16). 


	The Quran says: "No vision can grasp Him" (Q* 6:103). 


	Therefore, the Bible and the Quran agree that anyone who is, or was, visible to the human eye, cannot be God. Jesus (P*) was visible to the human eyes. 


God is Just


	The Quran says: "God is never unjust in the least degree" (Q* 4:40). 


	The Bible says: "The righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him" (B*-Ezekiel 18:20). "and every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour" (B*-I Corinthians 3:8). 


	Therefore, as a just God, He cannot punish 'A' for the crime of 'B'. Therefore, God cannot crucify Jesus (P*) to redeem the sin of criminals. 


God does not incarnate


	In the Old Testament, there are many prophecies about future Prophets and events. There is no prophecy for God to come as incarnate. The Bible says: "For God is not the author of confusion" (B*-I Corinthians 14:33). 


God is All-Knowing


The Quran says: "He knows what is in the havens and on earth; and He knows what you conceal and what you reveal: yes, God knows well the (secrets) of (all) hearts" (Q* 64:4). 


	In the Bible God does not appear to be informed of the present or future events. God said to Prophet Abraham (P*): "I will go down to see whether they (people of Sodom and Gomorrah) have done altogether according to the outcry which has come to me: and if not, I will know" (B*-Genesis 18:21). 


"And the Lord was sorry that he made man on the earth, and it grieved him to his heart. So the Lord said, I am sorry that I have made them" (B*-Genesis 6:6 - 7). 


God has no limitation of ability


	The Quran says: "Glory be to Him. When He determines a matter, He only says to it, 'Be', and it is" (Q* 19:35). 


	In the Bible, we find God gets tired after creating the havens and the earth, and needs rest. "that in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was refreshed" (B*-Exodus 31:17). 


	God wrestled with Jacob at night in a tent but He could not prevail against Jacob. "Then He (God) said, 'Let me go, for the day is breaking'. But Jacob said, 'I will not let you go, unless you bless me” Then God paid the ransom and said, “your name shall no more be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God and with men, and have prevailed" (B*-Genesis 32:24, 25, 26, 28). 


God is the Savior


	In the Bible God said: "I am the Lord; and besides me there is no savior" (B*-Isaiah 43:11, Hosea 13:4). Therefore, one cannot take any one else, beside God, as his or her savior. 


God is Truth and Honesty


God says in Quran: "And cover not truth with falsehood, nor conceal the truth when you know (what it is)" (Q* 2:42). In the Bible God tells people to be dishonest. Before the Exodus, God says to Moses (P*): "But every woman shall borrow of her neighbor, and of her that sojourneth in her home, jewels of silver and jewels of Gold, and raiment: and you shall put them upon your sons, and upon your daughters: and you shall spoil the Egyptians" (B*-Exodus 3:22). 


Personal name of God


	God is a common name. Although we all are men, each of us has a personal name. The personal name of God in Aramaic (the mother tongue of Jesus - P*) is ALAHA. In Hebrew, it is ELOH, ELAH OR ALAH (Encyclopedia Britannica 1980, 'On church doctrines', & New and improved edition of the Bible, edited by Rev. C. I. Scoffield). It is Allah in Arabic.


	According to the Bible, when Jesus (P*) was being crucified, he cried out "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabach thani?" which means, 'My God, My God, why have you forsaken me?" (B*-Mark 15: 34). 


	In the Quran God says: "Say (O Mohammed), He is Allah, the one and only" (Q* 112:1). Therefore, the personal name of God is Allah. Prophets Moses, Jesus, and Mohammad (P*) all called Him by this name. Allah is a unique name. It has no plural, no gender, and it cannot be mutilated as we see with the word 'God' viz. God (greater God), god (lesser God), Gods, Goddess, Godchild, Goddaughter, Goddamned, Godfather, Godmother, Godhead, Godless, Godlike, Godly, Godsend, etc. 


Finally, God said in the Bible: “God is not man, ... or a son of man” (B*-Numbers 23:19).


In Summary:


God is One and Only. He is not a part of Trinity. There is no association with Him. 


He is The Creator of the Universe. 


He has no beginning and no end. He is Eternal, He is Absolute and Everlasting. 


He is the Most Gracious and Most Loving 


Most Merciful and Most Forgiving. 


He is Most Just. Does not punish innocents to 	redeem the guilty. 


He is invisible but Omnipresent. 


He is the Cherisher and Sustainer. 


He has no limitation of ability. 


He does not incarnate. 


He does not beget, nor is He begotten. 


He has no son, nor is He the son of anyone. 


He does not get tired and does not need rest or 	sleep. 


He is the All-Knowing. He is not ignorant of the 	future and does not regret. 


He is the only Savior. 


He is the Most Unique Pure Monotheistic God, ALLAH. 
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
