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Is there a God?

Who is He?

Everything that we see around us has been created by someone. The houses, cars, TV, radios, spacecrafts etc. did not come into existence by themselves. Although we do not know the individuals who assembled them, we know for sure that human hands are behind their existence. 


If the aborigines of the deep Amazon forest, in the days when they did not come in contact with any one of the known civilized world, would see an airplane for the first time flying in the sky, they would probably be very amazed. However, if they see the same plane passing by, say once every week, they would probably think it to be a natural phenomenon, just the way we think of the Haley’s comet.


If “beings of outer space” ever see our spacecrafts, they probably will marvel at the precise function of their intricate mechanical and electronic parts. If they observe the exact orbital path that these spacecrafts follow, will they think that these came into existence by themselves, having no hand behind their creation and function?


Many atheists demand a scientific proof for the existence of God. In general, logical arguments backed by science will convince the majority.

Theory of Probability 


According to the ‘Theory of probability’ if a coin is tossed, your chance of guessing it correctly is 50% (1 out of 2). If tossed for the second time the chance of guessing it correctly both the times is 50% of 50% that means 25%. The chance of guessing it correctly for the third time also reduced to 12½%.


If a dice with six sides is tossed, your chance of guessing it correctly is 1 in 6. If tossed for the second time the chance of guessing it correctly both the times is one in (6X6) 36. The chance of guessing it correctly for the third time also reduced to 1 in 216, which means less than 0.5%. 

At the time when the Qur'an was revealed, people thought the world was flat. It could have been thought to be triangular, quadrangular, pentagonal, hexagonal, heptagonal, octagonal, spherical, oblong, pyramidal, etc. Let us assume that there could be 30 different shapes. Therefore, the chance of guessing it correctly is 1 in 30. To guess it correctly for the second time is 1 in 900. 


The chance for a person to guess the coin, the dice and the earthly shape correctly once, is one in (2x6x30) 360, and two times in a row will be one in (4x36x900) 129,000.


One hundred balls, each one numbered, are put in a box and mixed together and you are asked to bring out ball # 1 with your eyes closed. If you bring out the balls one after another, the chance of bringing out ball # 1 is 1 in 100. However, if you are asked to bring out the balls in perfect series from one to hundred then what is the chance of you bringing them out of the box in perfect order even once? What about bringing them out correctly every time? Mathematicians say that the chance is zero. 


We did not know how life started or what it is composed of. Was it oxygen, hydrogen, nitrogen, carbon, gold, silver, aluminum, copper etc or any of the hundreds of thousands of combination of them? Quran mentions that life originated from water. Our scientists also say the same thing. Who could have said it correctly, in the days when Quran was revealed, except by the creator of life Himself?


Each human cell performs thousands of complex chemical reactions every day for its proper function and exact reproduction. The chemical formula and the reactions of the components are so precise that even the slight alteration of the formula will result into a different product. All the tissues and organs in the body obey the biological laws set forth for them. The brain does not perform the function of heart and the heart does not perform the function of kidney, although they all started with two cells in the womb. How these two cells differentiate, at specific stages of development, into these organs, which are very different from each other? The complex and intimate relationships between the organs are precise and governed by fundamental laws. We may utilize these laws, already set forth for them, to our advantage, but in no way can we alter these fundamental laws. There are millions of species in this planet earth. Each one performs the function they are programmed to perform. Did all these came into existence and perform their functions by chance?


There are hundreds of scientific information in Quran, which were not known to man in those days. They were outside the bounds of human knowledge and beyond human ability to produce them. Each of them is correct. According to the theory of probability, it was impossible for any one to guess all of them correctly in those days. 


When we buy a TV, radio, VCR or a printer, the manufacturer provides us with a booklet giving information about the machine, how it functions and how to operate it. If a new a machine, which no one in the world has ever seen or heard of before, is shown to the people and then a question is asked, "who is the first person to be able to provide detail information about this machine? The obvious answer will be the inventor, or the manufacturer or creator of the machine. 


If we were to ask a person in the days when not much scientific information was available to mankind ‘who could say correctly how the universe was created’, the answer would be the creator Himself. 


Our scientists say that initially the universe was composed of condensed gas, mainly Hydrogen and Helium. Later it was transformed into a solid mass. There was intense concentration of pure energy in the center of the mass, which later exploded and created countless celestial bodies of the universe. This is today’s accepted 'Big Bang of Creation of Universe’. Arno Penzias and Robert Wilson confirmed the Big Bang Theory in 1964 and won the Nobel Prize in 1978.


In 1929, Edwin P. Hubble, an astronomer at Caltech, proved that the universe is expanding. He died unexpectedly in 1953 and did not win the Nobel Prize.


Quran says:

· “Then turned He (God) to the heaven when it was smoke” (41:11). 

· "Do not the unbelievers see that the heavens and the earth were joined together (as one unit of creation), before We clove them asunder?" (Q* 21: 30).

· “We have built the heaven with might, and it is We who make the vast (universe) extent (thereof).” (Q* 51:47)


In ancient times, we believed that earth was the center of the universe and it was flat. In the 16th century Copernicus found out that the earth was neither flat nor was it the center of the universe, rather it was round and moved in an orbit. Galileo confirmed Copernicus’ view but the Church forced him to recant it in 1633 A.D. One thousand years earlier, The Quran revealed: "(God is) the One who created the night, the day, the sun, and the moon. Each one is traveling in an orbit with its motion" (Q* 21:33). 


Professor Keith L. Moore was the professor of anatomy and Embryology at the University of Toronto, Canada. He is the author of the book of embryology titled “The Developing Human” which received the ‘Best Book of the Year’ award by a single author. He was also the Associate Dean of the Faculty of Medicine. He was surprised to learn the details of the embryonic human development described in the Quran. In 1981, while giving a lecture at an international conference, he agreed that such detailed description on human development within the mother’s womb, during the period of Mohammad (P*), could only come from God, the creator of the universe. He then embraced Islam. 


Professor Frank Press is the co-author of the book titled ‘The Earth’, which is a reference book on geology. He was the President of National Academy of Sciences of USA and the Science advisor to President of U.S.A., Jimmy Carter. He says in the book, ‘The Earth’, that mountain has deep underlying roots, which is 5 to 10 times deeper than its height. Cailleux also confirms this in the book ‘Anatomy of the Earth’. God says in the Quran:


“Have We not made the earth as wide expanse, and the mountains as pegs?” (Q* 78: 6-7). Pegs have small tops and very long shafts. It is a beautiful description for the common people to understand how the mountains stand on earth.


Modern theory of Plate Tectonics holds that mountains work as stabilizers of the earth. It is like a small piece of metal that we put in a car wheel to ‘balance’ it. An unbalanced wheel wobbles. God says in the Quran:


“And He has set up on the earth mountains standing firm, lest it should shake with you; and rivers and roads; that ye may guide yourselves.” (Q* 16:15) 

Modern science has discovered that when the Mediterranean Sea water (warmer and more saline) enters into Atlantic sea over the Gibraltar sill, it remains separate from the colder and less saline Atlantic Sea water for a long distance. God says in the Quran:


“He has set free the two seas (bodies of flowing water), meeting together: between them is a barrier which they do not transgress” (Q* 55:19-20).


The same thing occurs when the sweet water of the river enters into the salt water of the sea. God says in the Quran:


 “It is He Who has let free the two bodies of flowing water: one palatable and sweet, and the other salty and bitter; yet has He made a barrier between them, a partition that is forbidden to be passed” (Q* 25:53).

How was it possible for an unlettered person to reveal the scientific mysteries thousand years ahead when no man on earth had any knowledge of them, unless God revealed them to him? 


Dr. Maurice Bucaille, a Christian physician and a scholar of religion from France, wrote: “The above observation makes the hypothesis advanced by those who see Muhammad as the author of Qur’an untenable. How could a man, from being illiterate, become the most important author, in terms of literary merits, in the whole of Arabic literature? How could he then pronounce truths of a scientific nature that no other human being could possibly have developed at that time, and all this without making the slightest error in his pronouncement on the subject?” (Ref. 4 p125). 


God has perfect knowledge of everything. Therefore, His revealed guidance must not have contradictions or discrepancies. Quran says: "Do they not consider the Quran (with care)? Had it been from other than God, they would surely have found therein much discrepancy..." (Q* 4: 82). 


Dr. Maurice Bucaille writes: "Whereas monumental errors are to be found in the Bible, I could not find a single error in the Quran" (Ref. 4, p120). 


We see the apparent lifeless seeds grow into plants with life. Again, we see plants and animals, full with life, made into lifeless materials. We also observe the vast universe, its grand design, the superb organization, and its precise and flawless functions. According to the theory of probability, it was not possible for any human to tell all the scientific facts mentioned in the Quran without a single mistake in the days when Quran was revealed, unless the Creator revealed them. It is He who brought into existence each and everything around us and beyond and governs them by laws that are perfect. This is God, our Creator and the Creator of the universe. 


God says in the Quran: "Soon We will show them our signs in the (farthest) regions (of the earth), and in their own souls, until it becomes manifest to them that this is the Truth. Is it not enough that thy Lord doth witness all things?" (Q* 41:53). 


Francis Bacon, the famous philosopher, has rightly said that “A little knowledge of science makes man an atheist, but an in-depth study of science makes him a believer in God.”


When we want to perceive anything in our environment, we use our organs of perception, e.g. skin, eye, ear, nose, and tongue. We do not see the air but we can feel it and see its effect in the environment. Things that cannot be perceived by the organs of perception, we try to understand them by using our intellect. We discuss their characteristics. In the case of God, we understand Him by understanding His attributes.


Most of the scriptures of religions do not give correct and comprehensive definition of God. If you do not have correct definition of God you may end up with wrong gods. Suppose you pay a person handsome money and ask him to get you a lion, and you give him a definition of lion as a wild animal which hunt and eat meat. If he now brings you a wild dog you will have to accept it. Because of incomplete definition, instead of getting lion you will end up getting a wild dog.


The definition of God is given in Quran in four small verses: “Say he is God, the One and only; God, the Eternal, Absolute; He begetteth not, nor is He begotten; and there is none like unto Him.” (Q* 112: 1-4). If you analyze these verses you cannot fit any one other than God in theses verses.

Attributes of God: 


All the attributes of God are unique and only belong to Him. Every of His attributes point towards oneness of God and maintains the unity of His Lordship. God must be worshipped as one, and not along with some one else, or in place of some one else, or through some one else. His attributes cannot be given to any one else and no one’s attribute can be given to Him. His attributes, if reversed, point only towards Him. For example, if we state that ‘God is The Creator of the universe’ and then ask, who is ‘The Creator of the universe’? It is God and no one else. But if we state that ‘John Gibson is a doctor’ and then ask ‘who is a doctor?’ There would be thousands of doctors beside John Gibson. God’s attributes are unique. No one other than God can have these unique attributes. God’s attributes are absolute, perfect, complete, unconditional, unlimited, independent, ultimate, and eternal. There cannot be two authorities with absolute attributes. 

The correct attributes of God cannot be combined with wrong attributes. One cannot say: (1) “God can heal all illness but when He went to Jerusalem, He could not heal the people because of their disbelief in Him” Or say (2) “God has perfect knowledge and ability but when He faces difficult problem in heaven he has to consult a human Rabbi”. God’s abilities do not depend on our belief or disbelief. Rabbi Menachen writes in his comments for the Fifth Book of Talmud (Jewish Scripture): “Jehovah himself asks the opinions of earthly rabbis when there are difficult affairs in heaven."


God’s attributes cannot be separated and given to different authorities, like one is the creator and another is the preserver or Sustainer. In that case there will be multiple incomplete Divine Authorities and will create confusion in the universe. One of them will either have no authority over the others, or if he has power over the others, then the others will have no independent authority. God is the Ultimate Authority of every affair. Multiple Divine Authorities will make incomplete, inadequate, and deficit gods. They will fight and kill each other trying to gain power over the others as we find with the gods of some religion.


When one studies the revealed scriptures one finds the following attributes of God.

· 1. God is One and Only. 

· 2. He is The Creator of the Universe. 

· 3. He is Eternal, Absolute and Everlasting. 

· 4. He is Invisible but Omnipresent. 

· 5. He has no limitation of ability. 
· 6. God does not incarnate:

· 7. He has no father, no mother, no son and no daughter. 
· 8. He is the All-Knowing. 

· 9. He is Most Just. 

· 10. He is Truth and Honesty
· 11. He is the Most Gracious, Most Merciful, Most Forgiving and Most Loving. 

· 12. He is the only Savior. 

1. God is One and Only:

· In the Bible God said: "I am the first, and I am the last; and besides me there is no God" (B* Isaiah 44:6). 

· “I am God, and there is none like me” (B* Isaiah 46:9).
·  “You shall have no other gods besides me.” (B* Exodus 20:3).

· Jesus (P*) said: "The first of all commandments is, 'Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord' " (Sh'ma Yis'ra'eil Adonai Eloheinu Adonai echad.) (B* Mark 12:29, quoting verbatim to Deuteronomy 6:4).
· The Quran says: "Say, He is God, The One and Only" (Q* 112:1). 

· Hindu scripture Rig Veda says: “There is only one God, worship Him” (Rig Veda, Vol. 6, Hymn 45, verse 16).


Every Prophet proclaimed unity of God. No Prophet ever proclaimed more than one God and no Prophet ever claimed to be God. Jesus (P*) did not teach Trinity nor did he say that he was a part of Trinity. For detail, refer to the section ‘The Holy Trinity’.

Islam believes that there is only one God, and no one else is divine (Q* 112:1).
2. God is The Creator of universe:

The scriptures confirm this. Creator is different from the created. The Creator God is eternal but all created are temporal. Ability to create' being the most important attribute of God, it, therefore, follows that if one cannot create, one cannot be God. Jesus (P*) said: "I can of mine own self do nothing" (B* John 5:30). As a Creator, He is the Cherisher and Sustainer of all that He creates. 
3. God is Eternal and Absolute:

Being eternal, God has no beginning and no end. Nothing caused Him to come to existence and nothing outside Him causes Him to exist. Therefore, He is self-sustained. His attributes are also absolute and everlasting. 


There cannot be two creators with absolute attributes. It also follows that anything that has a beginning or an end cannot be God. 

4. God is Invisible but Omnipotent:

· The Bible says: "No man hath seen God at any time" (B* John 1:18).
· "Whom no man hath seen nor can see." (1 Timothy 6:16).

· Jesus (P*) said "Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape" (B* John 5:37). 
· God said to Moses (P*) “Thou canst see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live” (B* Exodus 33:20). 
· The Quran says: "No vision can grasp Him" (Q* 6:103). 

The Bible and the Quran agree that God is invisible. Therefore, no one who is, or was, visible to the human eye, can be God. Jesus (P*) was visible to the human eyes and people heard his voice. 


Confusion arises when one finds in the Bible that Jacob (P*) saw God and nothing happened to him. He said, "For I have seen God face to face, and yet my life is preserved" (B* Genesis 32:30)! 

· Abraham (P*) also saw God face to face and fed Him (B* Genesis 18:1-8). Other examples are:

· "Then went up Moses (P*), and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel: And they saw the God of Israel:" (Exodus 24:9)

· "And the Lord spake to Moses (P*) face to face, as a man speaketh to his friend." (Exodus 33:11). 

· "I saw the LORD standing upon the altar" (Amos 9:1).

· "And the LORD appeared unto him (Isaac P*)…" (Genesis 26:2).

· "And I will take away my hand, and thou shalt see my back parts." (Exodus 33:23).

5. God has no limitation of ability:

The Quran says: “For God hath power over all things.” (Q* 2:184). "Glory be to Him. When He determines a matter, He only says to it, 'Be', and it is" (Q* 19:35). 

· In the Bible we find God got tired after creating the havens and the earth, and needed rest: "That in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was refreshed" (B* Exodus 31:17). 

· God wrestled with Jacob at night in a tent but He did not prevail against Jacob. "Then he (God) said, 'Let me go, for the day is breaking'. But Jacob said, 'I will not let you go, unless you bless me' ... Then he (God) said, 'your name shall no more be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God and with men, and have prevailed'" (B* Genesis 32:24, 25, 26, 28). 

· God was with Judah but could not help him win. “And the LORD was with Judah; and he took possession of the hill country, but he could not drive out the inhabitants of the plain, because they had chariots of iron”. (B* Judges 1:19). 
6. God does not incarnate:


Almighty God does not, can not and will not take human form. If He does He ceases to be God. God has no beginning and no end. Man has a beginning and an end. There can not be an entity with a beginning and a end as well as no beginning and no end. In the Old Testament, there are many prophecies about future Prophets and events. There is no prophecy for God to incarnate as a human being. God said in the Bible: “God is not man, that he should lie, or a son of man, that he should repent” (Numbers 23:19). Bible also says: “For God is not the author of confusion” (B* 1 Corinthians 14:33). 

The concept of incarnation and Trinity existed long before Christianity. It appears that Christianity has borrowed these doctrines from them, with some modification. 

7. God has no father, no mother, no son and no daughter:


Son of a human is a human, that of a lion is a lion, and son of God should be a God.


Sons and daughters of God, as mentioned in some Scriptures, are only metaphorical. In the Bible God said: “God is not man, that he should lie, or a son of man, that he should repent” (Numbers 23:19).


The Quran says: “God begetteth not, nor is He begotten” (Q* 112:3). It also says: "It is not befitting to (the Majesty of) God that He should beget a son. Glory be to Him. When He determines a matter, He only says to it, 'Be', and it is" (Q* 19:35). 


In the Bible God has many sons, even two first-born sons who were not twins. 

· "Thus saith the Lord, Israel (Jacob P*) is my son, even my first-born" (B* Exodus 4:22). 

· "and Ephraim is my first-born" (B* Jeremiah 31:9). Jacob (P*) and Ephraim were not twins.

· God said to David (P*): "Thou art my son; this day have I begotten thee" (B* Psalms 2:7). 

· God also said to Jesus (P*): “Thou art my son, today I have begotten thee” (B* Hebrews 5:5).


This makes David (P*) the first begotten Son of God and Jesus (P*) the second begotten Son of God. In the Gospel, John contradicts God by saying: "For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten son …" (B* John 3:16). 

Some Bible verses are a little confusing. 


It appears that God truly has sons. "When men began to multiply on the face of the ground and daughters were born to them, the sons of God saw the daughters of men were fair; and they took to wife such of them as they chose. Then the Lord said, ‘My spirit shall not abide in man for ever, ...when the sons of God came in to the daughters of men, and they bore children to them. These were the mighty men that were of old, the men of renown” (B* Genesis 6:1-6).

8. God is All-knowing: 


God has full knowledge of past, present and future. The Quran says: 
· "He knows what is in the havens and on earth; and He knows what you conceal and what you reveal: yes, God knows well the (secrets) of (all) hearts" (Q* 64:4). 


God is not ignorant of the future and does not regret. Certain verses of the Bible are a little confusing. God does not appear to be informed of the present or future events.

· God said to Prophet Abraham (P*): "I will go down to see whether they (people of Sodom and Gomorrah) have done altogether according to the outcry which has come to me: and if not, I will know" (B* Genesis 18:21). 
· "And the Lord came down to see the city and the tower, which the sons of men had built" (B* Genesis 11:5). 

· When Adam and Eve were hiding among trees after eating fruits from the forbidden tree, God was looking for them and said: “where are you?” (B* Genesis 3:8-9). He did not know where they were.

· God also regrets creating man and destroying every living creature in flood: (1) "And the Lord was sorry that he made man on the earth, and it grieved him to his heart. So the Lord said, I am sorry that I have made them" (B* Genesis 6:6-7). (2) “…the Lord said in his heart, ‘I will never again curse the ground because of man, …neither will I ever again destroy every living creature as I have done’” (B* Genesis 8:21). Did He then make mistakes? 


It appears that when God created man, He did not know in advance what man would be doing in future!

9. God is Just:

God does not punish innocents to redeem the guilty. 
· The Bible says: "The righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him" (B* Ezekiel 18:20); "and every man shall receive his own reward according to his own labour" (B* 1 Corinthians 3:8). 
· The Quran also says: "God is never unjust in the least degree" (Q* 4:40). 

· “O ye who believe! Stand out firmly for justice, as witnesses to God, even as against yourselves” (Q* 4:135).


As a just God, He cannot punish 'A' for the crime of 'B'. Therefore, God cannot crucify innocent Jesus (P*) to redeem the guilty. Concept of redemption by crucifying Jesus (P*) is against the teaching of the Bible. 

10. God is Truth and Honesty:


God says in Quran: "And cover not truth with falsehood, nor conceal the truth when you know (what it is)" (Q* 2:42). 

In the Bible God tells people to be dishonest.

Before the Exodus, God said to Moses (P*): "when ye go, ye shall not go empty: but every woman shall borrow of her neighbor, and of her that sojourneth in her home, jewels of silver and jewels of Gold, and raiment: and you shall put them upon your sons, and upon your daughters: and you shall spoil the Egyptians" (B* Exodus 3:22). 
11. He is the Most Gracious, Most Merciful, Most Forgiving and Most Loving:


All religions believing in God agree to this. 113 chapters of the Quran (out of 114) begin with: "In the name of God, the most gracious and most merciful.” 


The Quran also reads: "And He is oft-forgiving, full of loving kindness" (Q* 85:14). 


"On those who believe and work deeds of righteousness, will (God) Most Gracious bestow Love" (Q* 19:96).

In the Bible one gets a little confused when God says: 

· "When the land which you are entering to take possession ... and you defeat them; then you must utterly destroy them" (B* Deuteronomy 7:2). 

· "You shall surely put the inhabitants of that city to the sword, destroying it utterly, all who are in it and the cattle, with the edge of the sword ... you shall save alive nothing that breathes" (B* Deuteronomy 13:15; 20:16). 

· "Thus says the Lord of hosts, … Now go and smite Am’alek, and utterly destroy all that they have; do not spare them, but kill both man and woman, infant and suckling, ox and sheep, camel and ass." (B* 1 Samuel 15:2-3). Similar order is also seen in Ezekiel 9:5-6.

· "The Lord said: Because they have forsaken me ... and have burned incense in it unto other gods... I will make them to eat the flesh of their sons and the flesh of their daughters, and everyone shall eat the flesh of their neighbor" (B* Jeremiah 19:4, 9 & Leviticus 26:29). 


Therefore, when God orders innocent animals, little children; women and old people to be killed and makes parents eat the flesh of their sons and daughters; God in the Bible does not appear to be a very kind, all loving and all forgiving God. The Bible says that God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son to redeem the sins of the world (B* John 3:16). 
12. God is the only Savior:


In the Bible God said: "I am the Lord; and besides me there is no savior" (B* Isaiah 43:11 and Hosea 13:4). Therefore, one cannot take any one, beside God, as his or her savior. 

Personal Name of God:


Search for the Creator of the universe is as old as the history of mankind. Man has called his Creator by different names at different times. ‘God’ is one of such names. 


God is a common noun. Although we all are men, each of us has a personal name. The personal name of God in Aramaic (the mother tongue of Jesus-P*) is ALAHA. In Hebrew, it is ALAH, ELAH, or ELOH. (Encyclopedia Britannica 1980, 'On church doctrines', & New and improved edition of the Bible, edited by Rev. C. I. Scoffield). In Arabic it is Allah.

According to the Bible, when Jesus (P*) was being crucified, he cried out "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabach thani? which means, 'My God, My God, why have you forsaken me?" (B* Mark 15:34).

In the Quran God says: "Say (O' Mohammed), He is Allah, the one and only" (Q*. 112:1). Allah is from AL-ILAH, the one to be worshipped.


In the Arabic Bible, published by the church, the name of Creator is given as Allah. A name does not change with language. Mr. White does not change into Mr. Blanco when he travels to Mexico. 


Moses, Jesus, and Mohammad (P*) all called our Creator by the same name. Should not we call Him by the same name?


 Allah is a unique name. It has no plural, no gender, and it cannot be mutilated as we see with the word ‘God’ viz. God (greater God), god (lesser God), Gods, Godfather, Godmother, Godson, Goddaughter, Godchild, Godhead, Goddess, Godless, Godlike, Godly, Godsend, and even Goddamned. 


From the above discussion it is clear that the personal name of our Creator is Allah (Alaha/Alah/Elah/Eloh). Instead of using a generic name for our Creator we all should use the personal name which our Prophets, Moses, Jesus and Mohammad (P*) used.
Concept of God in Hindu Scripture:

· “There is only one God, worship Him” (Rig Veda, Vol. 6, Hymn 45 vs. 16).

· “Do not worship any one beside Him” (Rig Veda Bk. 8, Hymn 1, Vs 1).

· “God is only one, not a second”- (Chandogya Upanishad Ch. 6, Section 2, verse 1). 
· Brahma Sutra, main creed of Vedanta, reads: “There is only one God, not a second one; not at all, not at all, not in the least of it.” (In Hindi: -“Bhagaban ek hi hai, dusra nehi hai, nehi hai, jera bhi nehi hai”).
· “Of Him there is no parent or Lord” (Spretas patara Upanishad Ch 6 Verse 9). 

Physical form of God:

· “There is no image of Him” (“God is formless and bodiless.”) (Yajur Veda, Chap. 32:3)

· “God is bodiless and pure” (Yajur Veda, Chap. 40:8)

· “There is no likeness of Him”. (Spretas patara Upanishad Ch 4:19). 

· “His form can not be seen” (Spretas patara Upanishad Ch 4:20). 

· “Of that God you cannot make any images” (Yajur Veda, Chap. 3:32)

Worship of God:
· “He is unborn and He should be worshipped.” (Yajur Veda, Chap. 32:4)

· “Do not worship any one beside Him” (Rig Veda Bk. 8, Hymn 1, Vs 1)

· “All those who worship the Asambhuti (things of nature like fire, air, water etc.) they are in darkness, and you will enter more into darkness if you worship Sambhuti (the created things like idols & statues).” (Yajur Veda, Chap. 40:9).

· “Those whose intelligence has been stolen by materialistic desires, they worship Demigods.” (Bhagavad Gita 7:19-21).


After all the above discussions it may be a little difficult for many people, who are willing to use reason, to accept a God who 

(1) is ignorant of present and future events, 

(2) regrets for his past actions, 

(3) is unable to win a wrestling match with a man, 

(4) orders innocent women, children, elderly people, and animals to be put to sword, after their city has been occupied, and 

(5) advises people to be dishonest.

In Summary:

God is The Creator of the Universe. 

He is One and Only. He is not a part of Trinity. There is no partner with Him in divinity. 

He has no parent and no children. He does not beget, nor is He begotten. 

He does not incarnate. 

He has no beginning and no end. He is Eternal, Absolute and Everlasting. 

He is the Most Gracious, Most Merciful, Most Forgiving and Most Loving God. 

He is the Most Just. He does not punish the innocent to redeem the guilty. 

He is Invisible but Omnipresent. 

He is the Cherisher and Sustainer. 

He has no limitation of ability. He does not get tired and does not need rest or sleep. 

He is the All-knowing. He is not ignorant of the future and does not regret. 

He is the only Savior. 

He is the Most Unique 

Pure Monotheistic 

One and Only true God: 

Allah/ Alaha/ Alah/ Elah/Eloh, 

The Creator of the universe.
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
