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Jesus (P*), the God

Christian View:


Christians regard Jesus (P*) as divine. The most frequent reasons put forward for this belief can be grouped under the following headings:

(A) Sayings of Jesus (P*):

· 1) "He who has seen me has seen the Father" (B* John 14:9). 

· 2) "I and the Father are one" (B* John 10:30).

· 3) "I am in the Father and the Father in me" (B* John 14:11).

· 4) “Before Abraham was, I am” (B* John 8:58).

· 5) "I am the way" (B* John 14:6). 

(B) Sayings of other people

· 1) Jesus (P*) is ‘Spirit made flesh’ (B* John 1:14).

· 2) Jesus (P*) is the ‘only Begotten Son of God’ (B* John 3:16).

· 3) ‘Thomas answered him (Jesus), “My Lord and my God!’” (B* John 20:28). 

· 4) “Our Savior Christ Jesus” (B* 2 Timothy 1:10). 

· 5) “He is the image of the invisible God” (B* Colossians 1:15).

· 6) "In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God" (B* John 1:1). 

(C) Evidence from the life, deed, and miracles of Jesus (P*):

· (1) Jesus (P*) forgave sin. Only God can forgive sin.

· (2) Jesus (P*) had miraculous birth and he performed miracles.

· (3) Jesus (P*) raised the dead to life. 

· (4) Jesus (P*) was raised to Heaven physically.

Non-Christian view:


Non-Christians do not regard Jesus (P*) to be divine. The non-Christian response to the Christian views is as follows:

(A) Sayings of Jesus (P*):


Jesus (P*) surely knew whether he was God or not. Therefore, what he claimed himself to be is extremely important. Let us examine them in the context of the Bible.

(1) "He who has seen me has seen the Father" (B* John 14:9):


Philip said to Jesus: “Lord, show us the Father, and we shall be satisfied.” Jesus (P*) responded by saying: "He who has seen me has seen the Father" (B* John 14:9). Does this mean that Jesus (P*) is the Father? The immediate objection from the church is that Jesus (P*) is the son and not the Father. But the disciple wanted to see the Father, and not the son. Jesus (P*) did not respond by saying ‘I am the Father’, ‘I am He’ or ‘I am God’.


If Jesus (P*) would be God he would say, ‘I am He’, just as he said to the woman from Samaria, when she said that she knew that the Messiah would be coming. Jesus (P*) responded by saying: “I who speak to you am he” (B* John 4:25-26). 

To understand the above-mentioned verse of John 14:9 and its context, one needs to start reading from verse John 14:7. It says that seeing does not mean visual seeing but knowing. Jesus (P*) said: 

· “If you had known me, you would have known my Father also; henceforth you know him and have seen him” (B* John 14:7). Here Jesus (P*) is clearly telling that seeing God means knowing Him. 

The Bible also says:

· "No man hath seen God at any time" (B* John 1:18).

· "Whom no man hath seen, nor can see" (B* I Timothy 6:16).

· Jesus (P*) said: "Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape" (B* John 5:37).

· God said: “Thou canst see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live” (B* Exodus 33:20).

None of the above criteria is fulfilled by Jesus (P*) and therefore he can not be God.


It was impossible for Jesus (P*) to show God to the apostles. Invisible things are appreciated by their effects. You understand God by knowing His attributes and His creations. 

(2) "I and the Father are one" (B* John 10:30): 

· For the context, begin reading from verse John 10:23: "no one shall snatch them (the followers) out of my hand. ... and no one is able to snatch them out of my Father's hand. I and the Father are one." Here ‘one’ is in purpose to keep the followers in their hands and not one in identity, nature or divine essence. 

· Jesus (P*) also said: “Holy Father, keep them in thy name, which thou hast given me, that they may be one, even as we are one.” (B* John 17:11). 
(3) "I am in the Father and the Father in me" (B* John 14:11): 
· Jesus (P*) also said: "I do not pray for these only, but also for those who believe in me through their words, that they may all be one; even as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be in us. … I in them and thou in me, that they may become perfectly one" (B* John 17:21, 23). 


If this ‘oneness with Father’ makes Jesus (P*) God, then all disciples would also be Gods. This will include Judas Iscariot, who betrayed Jesus (P*), (B* Matthew 26:47), and Thomas, who doubted Jesus (P*) (B* John 20:25). In that case the doctrine of Trinity will have to change to something that will include all the disciples in the God-head.
(4) “Before Abraham was, I am.” 


“Jesus (P*) said unto them (the Jews), ‘Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I am’” (B* John 8:58).


Here if Jesus (P*) had implied that he was created and was alive in haven before Abraham (P*) was created, it does not make Jesus (P*) God. God said that Prophet Jeremiah had pre-human existence (B* Jeremiah 1:5). This did not make him God.

It is said, “I am” implies God because God also said, “I am” in Exodus 3:14: “God said to Moses, ‘I am who I am’ (ego emi ho ôn) And he said ‘Say this to the people of Israel, ‘I am has sent me to you (ho ôn apestalken me pros humas)’” (B* Exodus 3:14, from Greek translation of Old Testament, Septuagint). ‘Ego emi’ means ‘I am’ and does not imply deity. ‘Ho ôn’ means ‘One who is’ or ‘One being’ and implies deity. So if properly translated it becomes “I am one who is (God)” and implies deity. The phrase “before Abraham was, I am’” in the Greek Bible is “prin Abraam genesthai ego emi”. If Apostle John would like to imply divinity to Jesus (P*), he would have used “ho ôn”. Instead, he used “ego emi” which simply means, “I am” and implies no divinity. 

(5) "I am the way" (B* John 14:6). 


Prophets are special people created by God. They were sent to guide the humanity in this life and the life hereafter. Every Prophet was ‘the way’ during his time. The Prophet showed his people how to submit to God, how to pray, and how to lead the life in this world. They showed people the way that is acceptable to God.  Jesus (P) was the way during his time. So were Noah, Abraham, Moses, and Mohammad (P) during their time. 

Prophet Jesus (P) did not give any scripture to his followers to follow. His way was that of the Old Testament. He said: "Think not that I have come to abolish the law or the Prophets; I have come not to abolish them but to fulfill them. For truly, I say to you, till heaven and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass from the law until all is accomplished" (B* Matthew 5:17-19).


In reply to a question how to get eternal life Jesus (P) said: “if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments” (B* Matthew 19:17).


Jesus’ ways were to submit to God and follow God’s commandments as given in the Old Testament. He worshipped God, bowed down to ground during prayer, and observed Sabbath on Saturdays. He visited the synagogue, have had circumcision done and did not eat pig meat. He neither observed birthdays nor brought home a conical tree from forest to decorate it because it was a heathen custom (B* Jeremiah 10:2-5). Which of these ways of Jesus (P*) do his followers follow? Jesus (P*) did not worship to himself but worshiped to God the creator. God does not worship another god. Advising people to follow his ways does not make him God.


If Jesus (P*) was God he should have known that if he did not say it clearly, without any ambiguity, that he was God, it would create great confusion, even among his followers. The Bible says: “For God is not the author of confusion" (B* 1 Corinthians 14:33). When God speaks, He speaks clearly, distinctly, and without any ambiguity. For example: “I am God, and there is none like me” (B* Isaiah 46:9); "I am the first and I am the last; besides me there is no god" (B* Isaiah 44:6).


Jesus (P*) also said, "For I have not spoken on my own authority; but the Father who sent me gave me a command, what I should say and what I should speak." (B* John 12:49). This means ‘I am the way’ is from God and not from Jesus (P*). He was just a messenger. God gives His own commandments. God does not borrow or carry message from other God.


In Matthew Jesus (P*) refers to the prophesy of prophet Isaiah that people would follow the doctrine of man and worship him: “But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.” (Matthew 15:9, & Mark 7:7).

Further, the Bible also says: “But in every nation he that feareth him (God), and worketh righteousness, is accepted with him (God)” (B* Acts 10:35). This means that Jesus (P*) is not the only way.

(B) Sayings of other people:


What other people said about Jesus (P*) cannot serve as proof of divinity of Jesus (P*). If a thousand people or even a billion people come and say that you are God, it will not make you God. The followers of Rajnish in Oregon used to call him ‘Bhagaban Rajnish’, which means ‘God Rajnish’. Was he then God, the Creator? 

Let us now examine if the evidence of sayings of other people prove Jesus (P*) to be God. 

 (1) Jesus (P*) is Spirit made flesh:


"And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us" (B* John 1:14). However, the spirit did not become flesh. The Bible says that Mary was made pregnant by the Holy Spirit (B* Luke 1:35). When Jesus (P*) was born, he did not have the Holy Spirit in him. The Holy Spirit descended upon him only after he was baptized. Bible says: "And when Jesus (P*) also had been baptized and was praying, the heaven was opened, and the Holy Spirit descended upon him in bodily form, as a dove" (B* Luke 3:21-22). If Jesus (P*) was ‘Spirit made flesh’ then he did not need the Holy Spirit to descend upon him.


Again if Jesus (P*) was 'Spirit made flesh' then one would expect him to be greater than one who was not 'Spirit made flesh', namely John the Baptist. Jesus (P*) said: “Among those born of women there has risen no one greater than John the Baptist" (B* Matthew 11:11). Both Jesus (P*) and John the Baptist (P*) were born of women. Jesus (P*) says that John the Baptist (P*) was greater than him.


Spirit made flesh means ‘incarnation’. God never said that He would incarnate and Jesus (P*) never claimed that he was the incarnation of God. He repeatedly said that God had sent him.


"I was sent only to the lost sheep of the house of Israel" (B* Matthew 15:24, 10:40 and John 17:3). 


“I came not of my own accord, but he (God) sent me.” (B* John 8:42). God does things on His own accord and not on other’s accord. 

 (2) Jesus (P*) is the only begotten Son of God (B* John 3:16). That equals God:


The word ‘begotten’ is not found in the original manuscript of the Bible. The Council of Nicea (325 AD) Jesus was declared as the begotten son of God having the same substance as Father and not made. In the recent editions of Bible, ‘only begotten son’ has been replaced by ‘only son’! 

Son ship and divinity are mutually exclusive. To be a son means one who has received life and to be divine means one who received life from no one. Therefore, to be a son is to be less than divine and to be divine is to be no one’s son. 

Further, Jesus (P*) is not the only begotten Son of God in the Bible. God said to David: "Thou art my son; this day have I begotten thee" (B* Psalms 2:7).

(3) Thomas addressed Jesus (P*) “My Lord and my God!” (B* John 20:28): 


Note there is an exclamation mark (!) after God at the end. After examining the hands and sides of Jesus (P*) Thomas was baffled to see his mentor alive and made this exclamatory remark, as we sometimes say: ‘O’ my God!” In the next verse, Apostle John writes: “Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ...” If Apostle John would recognize the above statement to be a testimony of deity of Jesus (P*), he would write ‘that Jesus is the God’ instead of ‘that Jesus is the Christ’ 


In Exodus 7:1 God said that he “made Moses (P*) as God to Pharaoh.” Does this makes Moses (P*) God? When Jesus (P*) asked the Jews why they wanted to stone him they said: “for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God.” (B* John 10:33). Jesus answered them, “Is it not written in your law, “I said, Ye are gods?” giving reference to Psalms 82:6 where God said: "You are gods, sons of the Most High, all of you;”’ (Psalms 82:6). Does this mean all are Gods? Calling someone ‘God,’ even by God, does not make anyone God.


The word ‘Lord’ means a person having great power and authority, a ruler, master, head of a feudal estate. It is also used to show honor to noblemen of society, Judges (Lord Justice), Mayors (Lord Mayor) and others. It is also used for God. In the Bible Prophets have been called as Lord: 

· “Abraham, ' Hear us, my lord” (B* Genesis 23:5-6). 

· “Is it you, my lord Elijah?” (B* 1 Kings 18:7). 

· Saint Paul said: “as indeed there are many gods and lords - yet for us there is one God, the Father, ... and one Lord, Jesus (P*) Christ,” (B* 1 Corinthians 8:5-6). Here it clearly shows that there is difference between God and Lord. Jesus (P*) is Lord but not God.
(4) Saint Paul said: “our Savior Jesus Christ” (B* 2 Timothy 1:10): 

Christians claim that as Saint Paul said that Jesus (P*) is our savior, so Jesus (P*) is God. However, God said in the Bible: "I am the Lord; and besides me there is no savior". (B* Isaiah 43:11 and Hosea 13:4). There are also many other saviors in the Bible.

· “Therefore the Lord gave Israel a savior, so that they escaped from the hands of Syrians;” (B* 2 King 13:5). 

· God said to Obadiah: “Saviors shall go up to Mount Zion to rule Mount Esau” (B* Obadiah 21). 

· Ezra said to God: “and according to thy great mercies thou didst give them saviors who saved them from the hands of their enemies” (B* Nehemiah 9:27). 


All these saviors are not Gods. In newer editions of some Bible the word ‘savior’ is changed to ‘deliverer’ where it applies to people other than Jesus (P*)! 

(5) “He is the image of the invisible God,” (B* Colossians 1:15).


If image of God makes a person God then every man becomes a God. The Bible says: “So God created man in his own image,” (B* Genesis 1:27). 

(6) "In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God" (B* John 1:1): 


Christians believe that in the above verse the ‘the Word’ means ‘Jesus’. Now if we substitute ‘the Word’ with ‘Jesus’ it will read: “In the beginning was Jesus, and Jesus was with God, and Jesus was God.” Does it make any sense now? How can Jesus (P*) be ‘with’ God and ‘was’ God as well, there being only one God?


In Greek Scripture the word used for first word 'God' is Hotheos, which means “The God”, and the second word used for God is Tontheos, which means "a god" (so called god or a godly person). But in the English Bible both the words, Hotheos and Tontheos has been translated as God!


The Greek word used for ‘the Word’ is ‘logos’ which means ‘a spoken word’ or ‘command’. The last part of the sentence ‘and the Word was God’ is translated in `New translation of the Bible' (1922) by the famous Dr. James Moffatt, as "the Logos was Divine." This is also found in “The Complete Bible - An American Translation” (Smith-Goodspeed), and “The Authentic New Testament” by Hugh J. Schonfield. 

Further, neither God nor Jesus (P*) said that the "word was God." It was John who said that the word was God. 


In the Gospel of John, Jesus (P*) is said to have made many fantastic claims about himself: e.g. 

· "I am the bread of life" (B* John 6:35). 

· "I am the light of the world" (B* John 8:12). 

· "I am the resurrection, and the life" (B* John 11:25). 

These appear to be words of pride and boasting. True Prophets are never proud, nor do they boast. They are always very humble. 

The Gospels Matthew, Mark and Luke do not mention any of these fantastic claims of Jesus (P*). The Christian scholar James Dunn writes in his book 'The evidence for Jesus’: "If they were part of original words of Jesus himself, how could it be that only John picked them up and none of the others?" 

Jesus also said to his disciples “You are the light of the world” (Matthew 5:14). Does this mean that all the disciples are also God? No one knows who the real author of Gospel of John is. Most knowledgeable Bible scholars agree that the disciple John Zebedee did not write this Gospel (Ref. 20- p69). This Gospel was written around 118 A. D. long, long after Jesus (P*) has left this earth.

Further, the Bible has been altered (Ref. 20: p80).

(C) Evidence from the life, deed, and miracles of Jesus (P*):

(1) Jesus (P*) forgave sin:

Jesus (P*) said to the paralytic man “My son, your sins are forgiven.” (B* Mark 2:5). Church says that here Jesus (P*) was claiming divinity for himself because no one can forgive sins except God. 


Suppose there is criminal in a prison under death penalty who can only be pardoned by the President. President pardons the inmate. The warden of the prison was informed of this pardon. The warden goes to the inmate and tells him “You are pardoned; you can go home.” Does this mean that the warden is the president having the authority to pardon? 
Jesus (P*) said: 

· “For I have not spoken on my own authority; the Father who sent me has himself given me commandment what to say and what to speak” (B* John 12:49). 
· "and the word which you hear is not mine but the Father's who sent me" (B* John 14:24).

· “My teaching is not mine, but his who sent me:” (B* John 7:16).

Jesus (P*) did not want to forgive his opponents. He said “But as these enemies of mine, who did not want me to reign over them, bring here, and slay them before me”. (B* Luke 19:27). 

(2) Jesus (P*) had miraculous birth & he performed miracles:


Jesus (P*) did not have an earthly father. Adam and Melchisedec had neither father nor mother. Because of this, they are not regarded as divine.


The Bible says: “God is able from these stones to raise up children of Abraham.” (B* Matthew 3:9). Will they then become Gods?


All miracles performed by Jesus (P*) were also performed by others in the past. They were not Gods.


Jesus (P*) said: "All power is given unto me" (B* Matthew 28:18). 


The Bible also says: "Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you" (B* Acts 2:22). 


Before raising Lazarus to life, "Jesus lifted up his eyes, and said, 'Father, I thank thee that thou hast heard me. I knew that thou hearest me always, but I have said this on account of the people standing by, that they may believe that thou didst send me' " (B* John 11:41-42).

Jesus (P*) could not perform any miracle in his own hometown. "And he (Jesus) did not do many mighty works there, because of their unbelief" (B* Matthew 13:58). God’s ability does not depend on the belief or disbelief of others in Him.


Jesus (P*) said that false Prophets could also perform miracles. “For false Christs and false prophets will arise and show great signs and wonders, so as to lead astray, if possible, even the elect” (B* Matthew 24:24).


Jesus (P*) also said that ordinary people can also perform miracles: “And these signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they will cast out demons; they will speak in new tongues; they will pick up serpents, and if they drink any deadly thing, it will not hart them; they will lay their hands on the sick, and they will recover” (B* Mark 16:17-18). People who believe in Jesus (P*) and the Bible, would probably not like to drink a cup of cyanide to prove that these verses of the Bible are the true statement of Jesus (P*).

(3) Jesus (P*) raised dead people to life. 


Elijah, Elisha and Peter (P*) also raised the dead to life. Because of this, they are not considered as Gods.

· "And the Lord hearkened to the voice of Elijah; and the soul of the child came into him again, and he revived" (B* 1 Kings 17:22). 

· "Then he (Elisha) went up and lay upon the child, putting his mouth upon his mouth, his eyes upon his eyes, and his hands upon his hands; and as he stretched himself upon him, the flesh of the child became warm" (B* 2 Kings 4:34). 

· “In those days she (Tabitha) fell sick and died. ... Then turning to the body he (Peter) said, ‘Tabitha rise.’ And she opened her eyes” (B* Acts 9:37, 40).

(4) Jesus (P*) was raised to Heaven physically.


According to Bible Jesus (P*) died, rose from the dead and then raised to heaven physically. This cannot make him divine. Both Enoch and Elijah also were raised to heaven physically with out even dying.

· “Enoch walked with God; and he was not, God took him” (B* Genesis 5:24).
· “And as they (Elijah and Elisha) still went on and talked, behold, a chariot of fire and horses of fire separated the two of them. And Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven” (B* 2 Kings 2:11).
(5) Jesus (P*) was Worshipped


Apostle Matthew records that Jesus (P*) was worshipped by Magi (2:11), the boat people (14:33), Mary Magdalene (28:9), and his disciples (28:17). The word used by Apostle Matthew in Greek is ‘prosekunesan’, which means ‘bow, crouch, crawl, or kneel’. The Greek word for ‘worship’ is ‘sebomai’, which Apostle Matthew used when Jesus (P*) said, “in vain do they worship me”. To translate the word ‘prosekunesan’ as ‘worship’ is wrong. In the `New English Bible', translations of the above quoted verses read as: `bowed to the ground' (2:11); fell at his feet' (14:33); `falling prostrate before him' (28:9), and `fell prostrate before him' (28:17). 

Jesus’ (P*) inability:

· Jesus (P*) said: "I can of mine own self do nothing” (B* John 5:30). God can do anything on His own.

· Jesus (P*) could not perform any miracle in his own hometown. "And he (Jesus) did not do many mighty works there, because of their unbelief" (B* Matthew 13:58). Devine ability does not depend upon the belief or disbelief of others.

· Jesus (P*) said: "to sit at my right hand and at my left is not mine to grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prepared by my Father" (B* Matthew 20:23). 

· Jesus (P*) cried out loud for help from God: - "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabach thani?" which means, 'My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me’?" (B* Mark 15:34). God does not cry out for help from any one. He does not need any help to save himself.

Prophecy of Jesus (P*) not fulfilled: 

· Jesus (P) said: “But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give her light, and the stars will be falling from heaven, and the powers in the heavens will be shaken. And then they will see the Son of man coming in the clouds with great power and glory” (B* Mark 13:24-26). …  “Truly, I say to you, this generation will not pass away before all these things take place. Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away” (B* Mark 13:30-31).


‘That generation’ has passed away and Jesus (P*) did not come in the clouds with great power and glory. God cannot say anything of future that will not come to pass. Further, if he had really made that statement, it would make him a false Prophet.

Jesus (P*) had a God and he prayed to Him:

Jesus (P*) said, “I am ascending to my father and your father, to my God and your God” (B* John 20:17).


The Bible says, "But he (Jesus) withdrew to the wilderness and prayed" (B* Luke 5:16). God does not pray to another god.


From the above discussion it clearly shows that there is no documentation anywhere in the Bible that Jesus (P*) explicitly claimed unqualified divinity. Nowhere in the Bible did Jesus (P*) claim equality with God. He said: “the father is greater than I” (B* John 14:28). Jesus also said; "Truly, truly, I say to you, a servant is not greater than his master; nor is he who is sent greater than he who sent him" (B* John 13:16). The evidence put forward as proof of divinity of Jesus (P*) must be conclusive because it involves the foundation of faith.


The evidences presented as proof of his deity are all implicit, i.e. require interpretations. The Christian interpretations are, insufficient, ambiguous or impossible. They create confusions. The Bible says: "God is not the author of confusion" (B* 1 Corinthians 14:33). In the Bible God speaks directly, clearly, without any ambiguity and leaves no room for confusion. For example: 

· “I am the Lord Your God” (B* Exodus 20:2)

· “I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob” (B* Exodus 3:6).

·  “Before me no god was formed, nor shall there be any after me. I, I am the Lord, and besides me there is no savior" (B* Isaiah 43:10-11). 
· "I am the first, and I am the last; and besides me there is no God" (B* Isaiah 44:6). 

· “God is not man, that he should lie, or a son of man, that he should repent” (B* Numbers 23:19).

· “You shall have no other gods before me. You shall not make for yourself a graven image, or any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; you shall not bow down to them or serve them; for I the Lord your God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and the fourth generation of those who hate me” (B* Exodus 20:3-5, & Deuteronomy 5:7-8).

In ancient times, people used to make graven images of god, bowed down to them and worshipped them. They were all false gods. Most of the churches have graven images of Jesus (P). This, on one hand, makes Jesus (P*) a false god and, on the other, makes the people disobedient to God.


God is holy and pure. The Bible says man is unclean. “How can he who is born of woman be clean?” (B* Job 25:4). Jesus (P*) was born of a woman. Can he then be God?

Further, John the Baptist was giving the baptism of repentance for the remission of sins to the people in the wilderness. Jesus (P*) was baptized by John at that time. If Jesus (P*) was God why did he need the baptism of repentance for the remission of sin?

Jesus (P*) had all the characters of a human being and had none of the absolute attributes of God that would make him “The God”. 


God must be worshipped. Jesus (P*) knew it and he worshipped God. If Jesus (P*) himself was God, he would say to his disciples “I am God incarnate, worship me.” There is no reason why Jesus (P*) would say this in such an indirect way that it would take the Christians three hundred years to canonize it. Even now, most Christians do not understand it. “God is not the author of confusion” (B* 1 Corinthians 14:33). 

If Jesus (P*) is God then there are other problems:

· For the Christians to explain, and

· For non-Christians to understand


If Jesus (P*) is God, then Mary becomes the mother of God. True God do not have parent. According to Trinity, God the Father, Jesus (P*) the son, and Holy Ghost, all are one, indivisible, and inseparable’. Therefore, Mary must be the mother of all of the three, because your mother is not the mother of only one part of you and not of the other parts. 


In that case how can Mary be the mother to both the Father as well as the Son?


Further, being a son of a human being, Jesus (P*) was definitely a human being. If he is also divine then he becomes a ‘Demigod’. Webster’s dictionary says that “the offspring of a human being and a god or goddess, or a person regarded as partly divine is ‘Demigod”. God forbids worshipping any thing other than Him (B* Deuteronomy 5:7-8).

The truth is given in the Bible:
· Jesus (P*) said: "… now you seek to kill me, a man who has told you the truth which I heard from God” (B* John 8:40).
· "For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus" (B* 1 Timothy 2:5). 

· "The woman (from Samaria) said to him (Jesus-), 'I know that Messiah is coming; when he comes, he will show us all things. 'Jesus said to her, 'I, who speak to you, am he'" (B* John 4:25-26). 

· Jesus (P*) prayed: “And this is eternal life, that they know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom thou hast sent.” (B* John 17:3).
· “The God of Abraham and of Isaac and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, glorified his servant Jesus …” (B* Acts 3:13)


In 1984 nineteen Anglican Bishops have found the truth in the Bible and changed their position from 'Jesus (P*) being God' to 'Jesus (P*), God's supreme agent (Ref. 4). 

Jesus said: “But in vain they do worship me,

teaching for doctrines the commandments of men”

(Matthew 15:9).
